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In Jesus’ parable, the father explained why he had to celebrate. He loved 
both his sons, but one had wandered away.

God is more loving than any human. If humans can show love like the 
father in this parable, then God can, too.

So why did Jesus care for people who did wrong? Because He wanted 
them to come back to God, our Father.
