The Bible was written down by different authors over a period of 1,600 years. The writers
came from many different backgrounds. Some were poets, teachers, singers, kings,
fishers, and prophets. They wrote in at least three languages: Hebrew, Aramaic, and
Greek.

God worked through these writers to record His Word for us. In the Bible, God has
given us history, prophecy, stories, sermons, letters, and even poetry. All of this Scripture
teaches us about God.

After the reign of King Solomon, the Israelites split
into two separate kingdoms: Israel in the north and
Judah in the south. The following years were a dark
time for both kingdoms. The leaders and the people
worshiped false gods and did horrible things to each
other. There were no godly rulers in Israel and only a
few in Judah.
